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St. Andrew School Facts
2015-2016 per pupil cost - $6,584 (compared to the national average of $12,608).  2016-17 enrollment – 23 students. 
Thanks to the generosity of the parishioners of St. Andrew, benefactors of the school, fundraisers and grants, tuition for K-6th grade students remains affordable for families at $375 per year.  Pre-K is also very affordable at $125 per month (10 months). Because most of our families qualify for Free or Reduced Lunch in the National Nutrition Program, all students at St. Andrew are provided with free lunch.  Students walk to JCC each day for hot lunch.  Just last year a generous benefactor of the Diocese of Lincoln invested $9,520 to St. Andrew School Technology Initiative providing resources including computers, tablets, software, support, and WIFI,  to help teachers teach and students learn in the classroom. 
The Student/Teacher Ratio at St. Andrew is 8:1
